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Application Form

Passport: valid for at least six months beyond the period of stay

Two passport size coloured photos taken within the last six months

Birth Certificate: An original and photocopy of the birth certificate verified and
authenticated at the Philippines Embassy.

Affidavit of Support: An original and photocopy of the affidavit executed by the
parents or legal guardian, which must be authenticated at the Philippines
Embassy.

Two Photocopies of Parent/Guardian’s Passport Data Page
Transcript of Records: An original and photocopy of the transcript of records
authenticated at the Philippines Embassy.

Certificate of Good Moral Character: An original and photocopy of the
certificate of good moral character authenticated at the Philippines Embassy.

Police Certificate: An original and photocopy of the police certificate
authenticated by the Philippines Embassy.

Medical Examination Reports: An original and photocopy of the medical
examination reports, including the X-ray film contained in an envelope
authenticated at the Philippines Embassy.

Personal History Statement Forms: Duly accomplished Personal History
Statement Forms from the School Concerned.

Comprehensive List of Student’s Possible Contact Persons: An original and
photocopy of a comprehensive list of the student's possible contact persons in the
Philippines.
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
